
 

A reading from the holy Gospel according to  
John 9:1, 6-9, 13-17, 34-38 

 

The blind man went off and washed himself and came away with his 
sight restored. 
 

As Jesus went along, he saw a man who had been blind from birth. He 
spat on the ground, made a paste with the spittle, put this over the 
eyes of the blind man and said to him, ‘Go and wash in the Pool of 
Siloam’ (a name that means ‘sent’). So the blind man went off and 
washed himself, and came away with his sight restored. 
 

His neighbours and people who earlier had seen him begging said, 
‘Isn’t this the man who used to sit and beg?’ Some said, ‘Yes, it is the 
same one.’ Others said, ‘No, he only looks like him.’ The man himself 
said, ‘I am the man.’  
 

They brought the man who had been blind to the Pharisees. It had 
been a sabbath day when Jesus made the paste and opened the man’s 
eyes, so when the Pharisees asked him how he had come to see, he 
said, ‘He put a paste on my eyes, and I washed, and I can see.’ Then 
some of the Pharisees said, ‘This man cannot be from God: he does 
not keep the sabbath.’ Others said, ‘How could a sinner produce signs 
like this?’ And there was disagreement among them. So they spoke to 
the blind man again, ‘What have you to say about him yourself, now 
that he has opened your eyes?’ ‘He is a prophet’ replied the man. 
 

‘Are you trying to teach us,’ they replied ‘and you a sinner through 
and through, since you were born!’ And they drove him away. 
 

Jesus heard they had driven him away, and when he found him he said 
to him, ‘Do you believe in the Son of Man?’ ‘Sir,’ the man replied 
‘tell me who he is so that I may believe in him.’ Jesus said, ‘You are 
looking at him; he is speaking to you.’ The man said, ‘Lord, I 
believe’, and worshipped him.

Reflection 
 

Humans see and judge by appearances, but God looks into the heart, 
and there finds the real person. God’s standards are not superficial, as 
are so many of the standards of the world. It is not age, beauty or 
physical strength that is important; it is not social position or religious 
role that is preferred. God chooses whom God chooses. God saw in 
David, the insignificant shepherd, the potential for being the chief 
shepherd of his people. The man who was born blind became the one 
through whom others would see the mighty works of God. Yet, nei-
ther young David nor the man in the gospel made the initial step; each 
simply responded with openness to God’s choice of him.

Do we categorise people according to the disease or physical limitation that 
they must endure? Do we sometimes blame them for their disability? Do our eyes perceive life in accord 
with the standards of a materialistic, body-orientated, pleasure-seeking society? Or do we look into the 
other’s heart, as God does? 
 

As with the other scrutiny Sundays, catechumens and long-standing members alike are exhorted to make a 
choice. Jesus is the one who gives sight to blind eyes and religious insight to those open to receive it. 
However, there is a price to pay. Will it be the standards of the world, or the power of God in Jesus Christ?

GIO’S CLEANING SERVICE—BYRON SHIRE 

ST JOHN’S PRIMARY SCHOOL

Home - St John's Primary School Mullumbimby 
Last week, our leadership team was invited by the Diocese of Lismore to present at 
the Education Leaders Conference. The audience included all Principals within the 
Diocese, alongside leadership and team leads from the Catholic Schools Office. 
We were requested to share the journey of St John’s Primary School in implementing 
the Positive Behaviour for Learning (PBL) framework (HIKE). Having launched 
this initiative at the start of 2024, we presented a data-driven analysis of how our ac-
tions in supporting students have led to measurable improvements in behaviour and 
school culture. 
The following data points were shared to illustrate the significant positive impact of 
the PBL approach on our community compared to the previous year: 
1. Student Engagement and Wellbeing 
-  Sense of Enjoyment: 2025 data shows a 94% mean score for student enjoyment at 
school, a notable increase from approximately 88% in 2024. 
-  Value Schooling Outcomes: The percentage of students who value their schooling 
outcomes has risen to 84%, up from roughly 75% in the previous year. 
2. Positive Social Environment 
-  Positive Behaviour at School: Our core metric for student behaviour currently sits 
at 84%, showing growth from the 2024 baseline of 79%. 
-  Positive Relationships: Reported positive peer relationships have increased 
to 87%, compared to 83% in 2024. 
3. School and Learning Climate 
-  Positive Learning Climate: On a 10-point scale, the learning climate has improved 
to a 6.5 mean, up from 5.7 in 2024. 
-  Teacher-Student Relations: The quality of relationships between staff and students 
has reached a 7.5 mean score, showing a steady upward trend from last year's 7.3. 
 

Our team emphasised that these results are the product of using behaviour data to 
inform specific, proactive actions. By identifying trends through this data, Laura 
McEvoy (Leader of Pastoral Care) and Riley O'Leary (Leader of Inclusion) have been 
able to tailor support structures that ensure every student can thrive in a predictable 
and supportive environment. 
The Diocese and attending Principals recognised St John's as a model for how con-
sistent PBL implementation can lead to a demonstrable "hedonic" shift, where stu-
dents truly enjoy their learning and feel more connected to their teachers and peers. 
The invitation to present at a Diocesan level is a testament to the hard work of all staff 
at St John’s. The feedback from the Catholic Schools Office and fellow Principals was 
overwhelmingly positive, recognising our school as a leader in the effective imple-
mentation of the PBL framework. We look forward to continuing this journey and fur-
ther refining our practices to support every student's success.
